
CCP Manual Requirements

Candidates Committee, Central Carolina Presbytery, PCA
Candidates Committee - Section IX-F-3
This Committee shall be composed of four Teaching Elders and four Ruling Elders. This Committee shall provide the means whereby men sensing a call to the gospel ministry may receive direction and nurture in the pursuit of that call, and be provided with appropriate opportunities for theological training and practical service, to include the specific internship training and examinations leading up to their ordination. This Committee shall examine men requesting to come under the care of Presbytery, compile the necessary testimonials, make recommendations to Presbytery regarding the reception of the candidate, and provide personal oversight for all candidates under care of Presbytery. This Committee shall make recommendations to Presbytery to initiate and approve specific internship assignments for candidates, and shall oversee those internships for each candidate. This Committee shall provide a comprehensive written examination for each candidate requesting to be licensed or ordained by Presbytery, review the exegesis and theological papers required for ordination, examine each candidate orally before the Committee, make recommendations to Presbytery regarding the approval of that examination, and conduct a pointedly representative oral examination before the Presbytery. Normally, sermons which are a part of a candidate's licensure or ordination examination, shall be heard by this Committee or a sub-committee thereof in lieu of a sermon preached before Presbytery. When a candidate takes exception to the Confession or has a disputable interpretation of the Confession, yet it is an issue where diverse opinions are held within the Presbytery, let the Committee note the issue and let the Presbytery decide. This Committee shall review all calls issued to men being ordained in this Presbytery (which calls shall ordinarily be in the hands of this Committee prior to the stated meeting of the Committee) and recommend to Presbytery that the call either be found in order and be approved; or, if not found in order, recommend the necessary changes which need to be made before it be approved. When the total compensation package in a call falls below the minimum established by the Presbytery, the Shepherding Committee shall be notified and the matter shall be referred to it by the Candidates or Credentials Committee.

Quorum - Section IX-B
A Quorum for all meetings shall be one-half of the Committee membership.

When a committee quorum is not present, a 2nd from the floor of presbytery is required for placing it on the floor. Otherwise, no 2nd is required to get it on the floor.

Quorum for Commissions to Ordain and Install Ministers - Section X-C
The quorum for all Commissions shall be not less than two TE’s and two RE’s.

Absences – Section IX-A

If a committee member becomes inactive, the Presbytery Moderator may name a replacement at the recommendation of the Committee.

Minutes – Section IX-E

A copy of the minutes of the Committee shall be submitted to the Stated Clerk at the Winter Stated Meeting for historical preservation.
